Risk Assessment for Early Years

Roseberry Primary School is committed to ensuring the safety of all children in the Early Years.

All policies and procedures adopted by Roseberry Primary School have relevance to the Early Years setting.  However, a number of policies and procedures have been devised or amended to meet the specific needs of the young children and environment in the Early Years setting.

The following are additional procedures to be implemented in the Early Years practice:

School trips and outings

Early Years practitioners should ensure that adequate child: adult ratios are provided on any outing or trip and that a paediatric first aider accompanies the children. When taking Nursery children on a trip staff must ensure that they take contact details for all of the children. 
Environments

It is essential that children are provided with safe and secure environments in which to interact and explore rich and diverse learning and development opportunities. 
Early years practitioners need to ensure that they reappraise the environment on a daily basis and make necessary adjustments to secure their safety at all times. Suitable premises, environment and equipment – outdoor and indoor spaces, furniture, equipment and toys, must be safe and suitable for purpose.

The premises and equipment should be clean, practitioners should be aware of the requirements of health and safety legislation (including hygiene requirements).

Doors to the nursery and access doors from Nursery to Reception should be closed at all times and only opened by a member of staff.

If house plants are used within the environment practitioners should ensure that these are safe and non-toxic (see list of houseplants). Practitioners should also take care that that any hanging plants are out of the reach of children and that pots are places out of reach of children as pebbles in pots and soil can be a choking hazard.
Outdoor Play

At Roseberry School we recognise that outdoor play is an important part of the curriculum. We ensure that outdoor play is an integral part of the settings routine. We believe that children should be allowed to take reasonable risks and face challenges outdoors.

Staff must ensure that the outdoor play areas are safe and secure. All outdoor equipment is checked and checks are recorded on a daily basis (see attached sheet). It is the responsibility of every member of staff to ensure that the outdoor area is safe and secure before allowing the children into the area. Staff must ensure that children are supervised at all times when accessing the outdoors. 

Clothing
Staff must ensure that all children are dressed appropriately for the weather conditions.
Arrivals, Handover and Departure 

At Roseberry we endeavour to ensure that all relevant information about each individual child is passed on to parents/ carers at the end of the day.

A formal register of the children will be carried out when all have arrived for the session.

No child will leave the setting without their parents or persons identified to collect them. Parents will inform Nursery and Reception of the names of any adults, who will be collecting their child (see sheet attached). If, on occasions this will be a different person parents should inform staff at the beginning of the session. If an unexpected person attempts to collect the child staff will ring the parents to get their verbal permission before releasing that child.  Parents can also give school a password that can be used by additional adults collecting their child.
Administering medicines
Practitioners must ensure that they adhere to schools policy and procedures for administering medicine. 

Snacks
Staff must ensure that the surfaces where snacks are given are hygienic and children wash their hands before having a snack.
